The module provides a step-by-step guide to oral communication in English, by familiarising students with the 
various processes of speech preparation, from selection of topic and purpose, speech composition to eventual 
delivery of speech. It uses a communicative, task-based approach to guide learners to apply theoretical 
principles in practical settings in order to develop hands-on experience. During the course of the module, 
students will work individually, in pairs, and in groups, as dictated by the nature of the activity, to complete 
meaningful exercises and tasks.  
Please be advised that the module is taught primarily in English, with some inputs in Japanese.

Proficiency in public speaking/presentation is an indispensable skill in this day and age, given its wide-ranging 
applications in personal, professional, and social/public settings. Students will develop a better understanding 
of topics for presentation, types of speeches, developing content and structure. In addition, students will learn 
that public speaking is not simply a one-way sharing of information but a two-way reciprocal exchange of 
information where both the speaker and audience are equally involved.

Throughout this module, students will observe improvements in their communication skill in English, and by 
the end of the course, they should be able to prepare and deliver a speech/presentation on their desired topic, 
be able to engage the audience, overcome speech anxiety, and boost their self-confidence in public speaking.
