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This is a News English class for students who are interested in improving their English
reading, writing, and listening skills. The textbook covers a wide variety of subjects including
politics, economy, food and energy issues, environment, climate change, culture, and sports, with
a touch of cross-cultural awareness. Students will learn tips to read news articles properly,
trying to avoid falling for misinformation and disinformation. Students are also informed about
the nature of English journalism.

Basically, this is an online class using Zoom, which is synchronous and bidirectional. However,
the instructor plans to hold occasional in-person classes at APU, the timing of which will be
decided after consultation with the students.
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Students may be able to enhance their ability to communicate in various intercultural settings

using news articles as a conversation resource.
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The purpose of the course is to improve students’ general communication skills, mostly

reading and writing, as well as to update their knowledge of world affairs.
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The instructor is ready to answer any questions from the students. Please feel free to ask any
questions which you think were left unanswered during the class regarding English expressions

or world affairs.
