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Working under the theme “Creating a Resilient Society”, you will have the opportunity to learn about “critical
thinking” and “bias”. This will allow you to develop your judgement, evaluation, and problem-solving abilities which
you will then apply to conduct a research study on your preferred area of interest. You will present and discuss your
ideas and those of others, including data acquisition and analysis, all the while, using English language as a medium

of communication.
